A sample 
of the form is available online at www.arkansasstatefair.com and can be typed on 
your computer and then printed. You may choose to print the blank form and use a 
typewriter. Make copies to keep, including one copy without the Exhibitor’s name 
and address at the bottom for use on the judging table.  

2. Bring both copies of the recipe with you the day of the competition. 
3. Food must be prepared at home for judging. Due to the limit of space there is NO 

room for decoration or table sitting in the YOUTH BAKED FOOD CONTEST. 
4. Attach the entry tags to a visible area of the dish. Exhibitor must also bring their own 

serving utensils if the dish needs one. 
5. Exhibitors are welcome to stay for judging. Ribbons will be presented following the 

judging. Exhibitor may designate someone to accept the awards if unable to attend. 
All food should be removed after the media is done. Food not removed as directed 
will be disposed of without further notice. Arkansas State Fair is not responsible for 
the Exhibitors’ tableware or serving utensils left behind without prior arrangements.
